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Once again, there are plenty of newly uncovered issuers in this fifth newsletter. Many have
been found on records purchased out of Europe on eBayE , especially from Italy and Germany.
Notably, since the second edition of the handbook was published back in 2017, no less than
three new issuers from Australasia have turned up.

The
introductory matter is much extended as more background
information has come to hand. Some constant flaws noted
on some issues are now also listed.
