OMNIUM GATHERUM.

Of interest to stamp buyers who
spend their money for the little squares
of paper, it is interesting to note from
various news items in the Philatelic
papers, that stamps are getting harder
to buy at half catalogue, The day of
the “60 per cent. off” is gradually dis-
appearing, due in part to the fact that
many of the foreign suppliers and the
larger European dealers, are continual-
ly changing their prices, lists, ete., or
have stopped delivery of material for
the time being.

‘With the exeception of one of two of
the more prominent and larger coun-
tries abroad, their money exchanges are
improving daily, or have nearly reached
their par values, with price increases in
nearly all stamp issues. This is particu-
larly so with British Colonies, with
Sterling remaining steady. The Dan-
ish exchange now at par, has helped to
increase the cost of stamps of Denmark,

and the same applies to other Scandina-
vian countries.

One of the largest buyers, that is as
a country, is Germany. With the es-
tablishment of the currency on the gold
mark basis some time ago, this country
has good money, the people appear to
be prospering and are spending a cer-
tain amount of their cash for stamps.
It is practically impossible to purchase
good British® Colonies in England at an
advantageous figure for resale there.

France, formerly a good source of
supply, is gradually being cleansed of
desirable items, due to the low and daily
decline of the franmc. Prices have ac-
cordingly been advanced to take care,
in part, the drop of the curremecy, but
even with these advances, dealers, in
many cases, have not the supply of mat-
erial to “carry on” as formerly. It was
brought to the attention of the writer
some time ago of the wholesale price
of certain stamps of French Morocco,
and the scarcity of some of these stamps.
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
